We can utilize the state money along with local funds
and get this vital link completed in St. Louis County.
Along with providing a four-lane road between

Highway 70 and Highway 55, a study recently

completed by UMSL forecasts that this project would
have a 13.5 billion dollar impact for the St. Louis
County area over a twenty year period.” St. Onge also
stated, “The development along this corridor has far
exceeded 141’s capacity. This bottleneck, along with
the potential of closing the road due to flooding, raises
serious safety concerns. The area must use every
innovation available to get this project underway.”

HISTORY OF THE CHAMBER

Predictions for the future often miss their mark (much
like weather forecasts). Most American commuters still
await those personal helicopt@&spular Scienceéouted

and scenic cruises to the moon didn’t arrive as predicted
by 2001

Still, as the chamber wraps up itd"3hniversary, its
fun to look ahead to the west county of 2057. Among the
easier predictions:

There will be more people in west county.

The national population is predicted to grow from
today’s 300 million to 350 to 400 million, a 12% to 33%
increase. Missouri is expected to lag behind that growth
rate. Franklin and St. Charles counties will account for
much of the state’s growth, but, west county will gain
some population — perhaps 15% over today’s numbers —
from residential new development.

Tomorrow's west county population will be much
older.

America is growing older and the number of “very old”
citizens (friends over age 85) is expected to soar from a
couple of percent to as much as 8% of the population. A
few of the “baby boomers” will stick around till 2057 as
will the bulk of the “baby boom echo,” the 60 million
kids born in the 1960’s through the 1980’s. West
county’s large, mature residential structure will insure
that a greater than average number of older neighbors
remain in the area. We can expect to see more gray hair
and perhaps half as many school kids.

West county’s population will be more diverse.

The number of immigrants coming to America,
especially from Asia, is expected to climb
dramatically. The globalization of the economy will help
draw more people to America (and, send more Americans
to other lands). West county is already home to a broad
mix of cultures, a trend which will accelerate. Perhaps as
many as 25% of that 2057 population will be foreign born
or first generation American.

Most stores, schools and public buildings will be
replaced.

What doesn’t wear out will be replaced to take
advantage of new technology or adapt to new needs.
Virtually all of the shopping malls built in the 1950’s and
1960's, for example, have been torn down or extensively
changed. Government buildings last longer, but only a
few deemed historic last more than a couple of
generations.

Infrastructure maintenance will be an even bigger
challenge.

The basics — highways, water, gas, sewer and electrical
lines — wear out. Installing service in an emerging area is
relatively painless. Updating service in a developed
region (as any one
enduring today’s highway projects can attest) is a
nightmare, a bad dream which will haunt west county for
decades as the struggle to keep everything working
challenges business, government and residents.

More people will work but fewer will “go to work.”

The “oil age” won't be over by 2057 but “alternative
fuels” will be more common — and expensive. Many
futurists expect tremendously more workers will
telecommute, with less emphasis on that @ntury “9
to 5” schedule and a greater reliance on flexible
schedules tied to work deadlines. Of course, there will
still be stores to shop at, but, expect to see fewer clerks.
Taxes will be higher.

What a surprise! Overall, governments tend to expand
about 2% faster than inflation increases their income.
Even with the occasional tax payer revolt, the trend has
continued for most of America’s history. By 2057 the
cost of all those layers of government could absorb twice
as much of our income as it does today.

The West St. Louis County Chamber of Commerce
will still be active in the community.

The greater the changes in society and technology, the
more need there will be for help navigating the maze. In
a global economy it helps to have local friends.
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
